Many members of our modern western materialistic cul-
ture of death tend to disregard or reject it as non-existent. For
them, their conscience is unplugged, until someone sins against
them. Instantly, they feel the anger of rejection, the hurt of a
victim of arson, drunk driving, robbery or rape.

What is the cost of sin? To the sinner it is his relation-
ship to God – to the victim – to society – to himself and his
own family.

Our money-mad society thinks money can settle any hurt.
Laws, divine or human, do not make people behave, but

they do help define standards to live by. It is only through effec-
tive, loving parental training accepted by individual children,
supported by the spiritual motivation of our Loving  Creator

that produces men and women of conscience and character.
School teachers, police and the socially trained person-

nel recognize the clear difference. Some parents are their
children’s worst enemy. Signs of poor behavior show in kinder-
garten – then at elementary and high schools – schools alone
do not correct but suffer from this. The teenage period mani-
fests the serious consequences in classrooms, corridors, on
the playground. Police presence at school is a sign of our so-
cial behavior collapse.

The cost to a peaceful atmosphere, to fruitful teaching?
Ask any teacher.

Teenage dress style gives a clear sign of what values are
important to them.

Sad behavior that involves police and financial costs that
are a burden to law-abiding citizens merits an accounting. The
cost of sin. Is it only money? Take time yourself to measure the
cost to self-esteem, family name – social trends divided by hurt,
anger, hatred.
